Eu-SPRI Forum bi- annual conferences

The First Eu-SPRI bi-annual conference on 28-29 October 2010 was hosted by the University of
Twente (UT), the Netherlands, and co-sponsored by te UT’s Institute of Innovation and Governance
Studies, IGS. The theme of the conference was ‘Tentative governance in emerging science and
technology’. The conference saw over 100 papers presented from 18 countries in six parallel strands
over two days. The conference including a keynote presentation from our own Emeritus Professor
Arie Rip (STePS), and from Professors Andrea Bonaccorsi (Pisa University), Richard Whitley
(University of Manchester) and Roger Brownsword (University College, London). A poster competition,
sponsored by Research Policy, involving around twenty submissions was judged by a jury including
Arie Rip, Professor Susana Borras (Copenhagen Business School) and Professor Susan Cozzens
(Georgia Institute of Technology); the prize was awarded to Bjorn Budde from the Austrian Institute of
Technology, Vienna (paper on "Networks of expectations: a conceptual framework to analyse
expectations and visions using the multi-level perspective of transition theory"). The event was
formally closed with a roundtable involving these keynote speakers, followed by the launch of a new
book, “The Theory and Practice of Innovation Policy-An International Research Handbook”, co-edited
by Stefan Kuhlmann. A conference dinner at De Jaargetijden in the Volkspark in Enschede added to a
convivial atmosphere and was conducive to the forging of new academic connections and sustaining
existing scientific dialogues.

Annex 5
Rules for supporting Eu-SPRI events and activities

1. Type of support

Eu-SPRI Forum offers support, only in the form of grants, for the organisation of events (Early Career
Researcher Conferences/ECRC; PhD summer/winter schools; Eu-SPRI bi-annual Conferences;
Exploratory Initiatives).

The grant is a lump sum earmarked for the effective completion of this activity.

The grant is fixed on the basis on an initial budget (see below).

Payment is made once the activity has taken place and is documented on the website of the Forum
(http://mww.euspri-forum.eu/; e.g. for conferences the programme, presentations made, results from
panels and discussions, a synthesis of the main achievements of the event, for summer/winter schools
the presentations of lecturers and summary of plenary events, for exploratory activities documentation
of the activity and the actual output paper).

A final financial statement of the activity supported will have to be produced within 3 months of the
payment.

2. Establishing a budget

We underline below 3 important principles that member organisations asking for support need to take
into consideration.

a) The grant aims to cover basic costs incurred by the host. As budgets are limited, we encourage
organisers to organise the events wherever opportunities exist to obtain cheaper accommodation. We
wish to keep this approach in order to maximise the number of events supported.

In the case of ECRC and PhD Schools Eu-SPRI will cover accommodation and food including
conference events. Participants should be accommodated at a cost of around €50 euros per night per
person. This important since we intend to provide support for as many as possible participants as
possible.

b) This principle applies only for early career researchers from member institutions. While we wish to
keep these events open to all, there is a need to differentiate between Eu-SPRI members and non-
members. The principle adopted is that non-members will not receive any financial support from the
Eu-SPRI Forum. Non-member will have to cover all costs generated by their participation (including all
meals); as an example this amounts to €300 per participant for the 2011 Doctoral conference in
Manchester. The proposal may include a small humber of bursaries for targeted audiences (e.g. early
career researchers from non-OECD countries or from European new member states).

¢) The Forum is a joint investment by our institutions to provide a European-level framework for our
field. They in turn expect that we, as academics, invest our time and effort in making it productive. It
would be difficult for them to accept that the colleagues we invite do not share the same objectives.
These points have two very practical financial consequences: - in organising operations, account
should be taken only of managerial costs incurred (not academic working time dedicated to the
scientific aspects of the organisation of the event); - EU-SPRI Forum cannot pay honoraria for invited
speakers and these should not be included in the budgets. Only travel and subsistence expenses
should be considered as eligible costs, for selected Early Career researchers and participants of
Exploratory Initiatives of EU-SPRI members, and for invited speakers.

As an example that applicant should feel free to follow, we attach the budget that has been submitted
for the 2011 Early Career researcher Conference in Manchester.

3. Types of Resources

In addition to the Eu-SPRI grants, we expect that events will be able to use three types of resources:
* Fees from participants (these for instance amounted for the 2010 Eu-SPRI-IGS conference to some
14.000 Euros).

* In kind contributions made by the organisers (rooms, student time...)

* Other external resources.

The consideration of all expected resources is central for deciding the amount of the grant to be
offered. The ExCo trusts colleagues for the fact that these estimates are well prepared so that the
Forum as a whole does the best use of its limited resources.

The conference took the format of the previous PRIME Early Career Researchers conferences in being
broad thematically. It also repeated the structure from before which we felt worked very well to give
maximum opportunity for feedback and discussion between juniors and seniors, namely a single
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track (no parallel sessions), plenty of time for each researcher to present and an allocated senior and
junior discussant per paper. We allocated session chairs in order to keep the structure. We
interspersed the papers with key note talks, which came from Jakob Edler, Finn Hansson and Stefan
Kuhlmann, and a colleague from MIOIR led an interactive workshop on mentoring and support
during the PhD and the early career phase. She has delivered this before, both in the UK and the USA
and it provided the opportunity for the participants to reflect on these aspects of supervisory and
institutional support and the different types of support needs as the junior researcher develops. The
meals and social events were fairly informal.

Following the call for abstracts, we commented upon each abstract and offered suggestions for
improvement. Each participant submitted a full paper in advance. Although the eventual group was
small (see comment below), there was plenty of time for discussion and the quality of the comments
and reflections on the papers was high — discussants had obviously taken the time to read the papers
carefully.

In fact, the time for discussions was even greater than planned, since several participants could not
come at the last minute. There was not a pattern to this — the individual circumstances were all
different. In the end we heard 11 papers, but had expected 16.

Two MIOIR staff not normally associated with EU-SPRI took part — Dr Silvia Massini and Dr Sally
Randles.

We can note that one participant — Bruno Fischer (PhD Madrid Programme) was already at MIOIR on
an EU-SPRI-supported research stay from the first call, and Jose Miguel Natera (also Madrid) applied
and was approved in the December 2011 call for mobility and will go to NIFU to develop his statistical
analysis of the country data set.
